This vessel represents a breakthrough in clean maritime 

transport. Ellen was conceived as part of the Danish Natura project. Its purpose is to provide 

green transport for residents and was partially funded by the European Union’s Horizon 2020 

Research and Innovation Program. A panel of industry and government experts will discuss 

the future of clean and quiet maritime transportation including a detailed look at Ellen and 

the innovations she brings to market and the implications to other forms of seagoing vessels.
